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L When the death of a loved one occurs.

Our Parish will unite in prayer with your family. At such a
time, funeral arrangements are usually far from one’s
mind, though they need to be dealt with. To help you in this
difficult time, here are a few guidelines.

i While the funeral home will be helpful in getting all the
paperwork done for you, it is also important to make an appointment with your
priest to discuss the funeral liturgies.

There are usually 3 stations: Rosary or Vigil Prayer Service
Funeral Mass or Funeral Service
Burial / Committal

Rosary or Vigil Prayer Service

The evening before the funeral, family and friends gather to pay
their respects to the deceased and the family. This is usually
done in the funeral parlor, but it can also be done at the home of 4
the deceased or at the Church. If it is done at Church, people
gather to socialize in the hall; the service will be held in the
Church proper, since this is the place of worship. The minister is
ordinarily a priest or a deacon. Outside the Church, it can even
be done by a lay person.

The vigil is the preferred time for family and friends to share their stories,
reflections and eulogies on the life of the deceased. Picture posters may be
displayed, videos shown and often soft music plays in the background (if done at
Church, this can be done in the Church hall, but not in the Church proper).

If time is a factor (i.e: people come in from all parts of the country and are pressed
for time), then, in lieu of a vigil the night before, the Rosary can be recited 1/2 hour
before the Funeral Mass in the Church. In the Church, we want to retain a
decorum of silence and recognize the presence of Jesus in the Tabernacle at all
times. Please no food or drink in the Church!

Funeral Mass or Funeral Service
If the deceased person was a practicing Catholic, then the ordinary form for a
funeral is the Funeral Mass. If the person was not a practicing Catholic or if many
family members or people coming to the funeral are not Catholic, then a Funeral
Service may be a better solution.

The Funeral Mass is celebrated in the Church. The presider at the Funeral Mass

is the priest. The Mass begins at the entrance of the Church 8=
to receive the body of the deceased. The coffin is sprinkled =
with holy water and the pall is placed upon it by family and :
friends, which recalls the deceased person’s baptism.
Christian symbols may be placed on the casket (the person’s |

symbol of Christ’s presence in our midst. j
et
Mass consists of 2 parts: of the Liturgy of the Word followed -
by the Liturgy of the Eucharist. During this time we enter ||
into Christ’s passion, death and resurrection and reaffirm our
share in this: the mystery of Jesus, the Word incarnate.

The Funeral Mass ends with the final commendation. The deceased is entrusted to
God’s tender care. The body is then incensed during the “Song of Farewell.”

The music for the Funeral Mass is to be selected with the directives of the Roman
Catholic Church regarding music in the liturgy. Some requested music selections
that do not fall within these norms may be appropriate during the period of the
wake if held at the funeral parlor or at home - but not in the Church (secular
music, in particular, is inappropriate within the liturgy because it is not written for
the purpose of a Church liturgy).

A Funeral Service (not a Mass) will take place at the funeral parlor. The presider
can be a priest, deacon or lay person. Scripture is being read, prayers are being
said. Memories can be shared, eulogies could be given and music could make this
service a special moment to remember. Again, the selection of music should reflect
the sacredness of God’s presence in our midst and should help us raise our hearts
and minds to God. Ordinary or profane music has no place during a Catholic
Service at a funeral parlor.

Burial / Committal

The funeral rites conclude with the Rite of
Committal, which takes place as soon as
possible after the Funeral Mass. It takes place
beside the open grave or place of interment. If
this is not possible, it may take place at the
cemetery chapel. A priest, deacon or lay person
may preside at this service.

This short rite consisting of Scripture verses, blessing of the grave, prayers and a
final blessing. The lowering of the casket may take place right away or at a later
time. The mourners may offer a sign of affection for the deceased before leaving.



When the deceased was a member of the Armed Forces, the Honor Guard will
conduct a brief service, usually right after the Catholic service and before the
lowering of the casket.

== A brief note to the modern notion of keeping the ashes at
home. The Catholic Church does not approve of this
practice. Neither does it approve of to spreading of ashes, or
giving each family member a capsule with a bit of the ashes
in it. These are practices that do not conform to the
teachings of the Church. Ashes as well as the body of the
deceased must be buried, if at all possible in sacred ground
and as soon as possible. Though the soul of the person has
gone to another life, the persons remains must be treated
with the greatest dignity.

Fellowship

After the funeral rites are over, the congregation usually meets for lunch and
fellowship in the Church hall. The funeral parlor will arrange this for you with
the ladies of our parish, who will be at your side to help with food preparation,
with serving and clean up after a funeral luncheon. During your time of grief, this
ministry of our ladies is done with love, empathy and consideration. We are most
thankful for their service.

Misc.

Meeting with the priest

During this meeting we will arrange the funeral liturgies. We select the readings
for the vigil and for holy Mass, the lectors, altar servers, music..., and we talk about
the deceased.

The family may choose from these readings:

one from the Old Testament, one Responsorial Psalm, one from the New
Testament and one Gospel Reading.

OT#0 - 2 Maccabees 12:43-46
He acted in an excellent and noble way as he had the resurrection of the dead in
view.

For this happened so that the Scripture passage might be fulfilled:
Not a bone of it will be broken.

And again another passage says:

They will look upon him whom they have pierced.

After this, Joseph of Arimathea,
secretly a disciple of Jesus for fear of the Jews,
asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of Jesus.

So he came and took his Body.

Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night,
also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes
weighing about one hundred pounds.
